The just shall live
by faith. -- Let us hold fast the profession of our faith without wavering; (for he is faithful that
promised). -- Our God is in the heavens; he hath done whatsoever he hath pleased. -- With God
nothing shall be impossible. And blessed is she that believed: for there shall be a performance of
those things which were told her from the Lord. Rom.4:20-24.Rom.4:13.Rom.1:17. -Heb.10:23.
