We don't know how these thoughts come. We don't have any urges of the spirit. One more thing we know.

Now going by Genesis 1.26 God made man his own image, his own likeness. And now we don't see that
likeness in man. Now we see masks of sins on every face.

As sinners, anybody can see a mask of hatred, enmity, jealousy, greed, pride, lust, impurity, so on. As
sinners, we have undergone a three fold downward change.

Anybody else? Please keep your hands raised. You want Hindi also to be available? Please keep your
hands raised. In the meantime, repeat the words of the Mother of God.

Please keep your hands raised. After you give the card, put your hands down. God bless you.

Repeat the words loudly. And when you go home, read the words upon your knees. The card will be given
to you.

In certain dimensions. And if you are sorry for them, Ask the Lord Jesus Christ to forgive your sins. Thank
Him for dying for your sins.

Thank Him for forgiving your sins. Thank Him for giving life to you. Ask Him for the gift of life.
It's on the bottom portion of the card. God will help you. Keep your hands raised.
Wherever you are. Now repeat loudly please. Prayer in Tamil Prayer in Tamil Now pray for you.

Loving Heavenly Father, In the name of the Lord, our Saviour, we pray for those Asking for prayer by
showing hands. Read our words, because these are deep in the heart. The words of grace began to
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deepen.

Hear these words, my child, thy sins forgiven thee. Renew by revelation. Their Lord and their Creator,
Lord, just died down in their stead.

So put away their old manners to go deep. And to pay the penalty of their sins. And shed the blood.

To cleanse them of their sins. Roll again. To become the righteous.

To help them daily. With joy and peace. And by His putting right.

And when He walked by the Jews there. To die by word. We pray in the name of the Lord, our Saviour.
And in main prayer. Don't move yet. We sing in prayer, Psalm 38.

And can you look at the cards and butter portions. If you want any help, raise your hand. Your relatives will
come and help you.

Stay in prayer. And the cards, read on the bottom portion. So that they could pray for you.

In the name of God, ask for help. And don't keep on falling. the Lord is that ignorant power, both now and
for evermore.
